Each image must represent the artwork to be exhibited only.

All artwork submitted must be the work of the artist; artwork produced in a
workshop or collaboration is not allowed.

An entry fee of $15 for one submission and $10 for each additional
submission.
Fees must be paid by check or money order, payable to the CCW. No cash.
Entry fees is non-refundable.

Juror selections will be announced by email and posted on the CCW’s web
site on or about July 1, 2023.

Delivery of turnings.

Chosen entries must be hand delivered to Art Center Morro Bay, 835 Main
Street, Morro Bay CA 93442 on August 9, 2023, 12 pm — 2 pm.

Selected entries not delivered on time will not be accepted into the exhibit.
Please submit an Artist’s Statement for inclusion into the exhibit binder
indicating title and retail cost at the time of take-in.

All artworks must be for sale.

A 25% commission will be retained by the Morro Bay Art Association.
Please price your work accordingly. There will be no price changes after
acceptance.

MBAA will process all sales, including sales tax.

Payment to the artist for work sold will be made within approximately 30
days.

The names and addresses of buyers will be provided on request of the artist
and permission of the buyer.
